The serene setting
features meticulously maintained gardens, streams, ponds, and vibrant flowers, creating a
picturesque and tranquil atmosphere.

This village offers a unique
glimpse into the traditional lifestyle of the Hmong people, who have maintained their cultural
heritage despite modern influences. The village is surrounded by a captivating panorama of
tall trees, pine forests, and the locals' vegetable, fruit, and winter flower gardens. The winter

Over
time, it has undergone numerous renovations and stands proudly as one of Chiang Mai's most
revered pagodas. The temple complex also features a large Viharn (assembly hall) with a
beautiful Buddha statue, a city pillar shrine, and several smaller chedis and shrines. Visitors
can participate in traditional Buddhist rituals, explore the temple's ornate architecture, and
gain insight into the rich religious heritage of Chiang Mai. The temple grounds provide a
peaceful retreat from the bustling city, inviting contemplation and reflection.
